1) Discussed Lincoln as the location and the Building use form that has been submitted.  Shared with everyone photos (on laptop) of Lincoln’s cafeteria.  We can use the photos to help with planning where we will stage everything.  Building use form had been submitted.  To date, nothing in writing has been returned to Patti, but Principal Pat Erwin emailed on June 23rd “Looks like we should be a go.”  I have since confirmed that the paperwork was still waiting for someone to sign off on at Lincoln.  

2) Holding off on press release until we have it confirmed.  Will likely send out around the beginning of the school year.

3) We talked about how Lincoln is providing the location.  Wilson students in the Advanced Digital Multimedia Program will be doing the media presentation for us.  Wilson instructor, Kacee Quintana has agreed to take on this project.  She has also joined our Facebook group.  Shared the class overview information that she provided to us.  Check out www.youtube.com/user/WHSRamTV for some examples of students’ videos.  She said that they do represent some of the less experienced students, but the students taking this course for a second year will be assigned to work on the PTA project.  The media project will likely be broken down into 10 short videos, each decade covered by a video.  The students will be able to work within guidelines, but then they will all look different, too.  The teacher stressed “Remember this is your video so we work for you.  Whatever you and the PTA say is what we will create.”
4) Janet Stewart has created a draft invitation.  Discussed possible edits and then placing it on the council’s website so that units/unit leadership can download, print and send out. 
5) Sue Linden has the Acorn Awards Banquet mail lists, and she will work with Kim Golding over the summer to create a new list.  From this, we will determine who we need to track down (moved, not on our mail list, unknown address).  
6) With Lincoln as a location, and Wilson students doing the media project, we talked about featuring the other high schools….  Foss could provide chamber orchestra music, Stadium’s prostart students might create appetizers, and maybe Mt. Tahoma’s ROTC can do opening colors.  These are ideas we need to hammer out yet.
7) Gladys brought original artwork from MORE THAN COOKIES AND CARNIVALS.  This will definitely need to be featured, especially in the media project.
8) Patti shared an old scrapbook from Madison.  Kim will turn it over to Laura Burress.
9) Displays:  Janet will create an instruction page to be given out to units at their Leadership Training in August.  Kim will help Janet with content.  We essentially want to convey the need to assign this task to someone in the unit should they decide to participate.  We will emphasize the importance of having the display ready to set up.  There will be no designing it and throwing it together on the afternoon of the event.  It needs to be ready to go…..  
Action Item:  Kim to work with Sue Linden on mailing lists.   Janet to create instructions for how units can participate in the 100 year celebration.  Laura and Kim will visit the archives at CAB in the near future.
